1. Login to Your Site Name Admin Dashboard.
2. Go to Appearance > Themes.
3. Click Add New > Upload Theme.
4. Choose the IPPF Block Theme zip file.
5. Click Install Now and then Activate.

This detailed structure provides a complete reference for all theme files and directories:

· style.css: Theme header information (for WordPress identification).
· functions.php: Core theme functionality (loads includes, registers features).
· theme.json: Global theme settings (controls colors, fonts, spacing site-wide).
· package-lock.json: NPM dependencies lock file (for consistent package versions).

Contains FSE templates, which define the structure of different page types using HTML and block markup:
· Core: index.html, 404.html, search.html, single.html, common-page.html.
· CPT Templates: single-blog.html, archive-service.html, archive-careers.html, etc.
· Taxonomy Templates: taxonomy-blog-category.html, taxonomy-service-category.html, etc.

· parts/: Reusable template sections (header.html, footer.html).
· pattern/: 88+ Pre-designed content blocks (registered via PHP files, e.g., home-hero-v1.php).

Contains modular PHP files for specific features:
· enqueue.php: Manages CSS and JS file loading.
· patterns.php: Registers all custom block patterns.
· cpt/: Definitions for all Custom Post Types (Blog, Services, Career, etc.).
· blocks/: 21 Custom Gutenberg Blocks (contains the logic for dynamic content display).

The theme.json is a technical JSON configuration divided into settings (enabling features/defining presets) and styles (setting defaults).
[bookmark: _z8w53snixnby]4.1 The settings Object: Features and Presets
[bookmark: _uw8rt0rk07d9]A. Appearance Tools and Shadows
· "appearanceTools": true: A shorthand to enable most advanced design controls (Border, Spacing, Typography, Color) across all blocks.
· "shadow": {...}: Enables both predefined and custom shadow options in the editor.
[bookmark: _ibgbysx5jtz7]B. Colors ("color": {...}) - The Brand Palette
The theme blocks default palettes ("defaultPalette": false) to strictly enforce brand consistency using named variables (slugs):
· primary-color: Main action color (rgba(24, 92, 255, 1)).
· primary-heading: Default dark color for all headings.
· button-background-primary: Solid button fill color.
· Client Update: Changes under Styles > Colors > Palette update every element using that named variable.
[bookmark: _qgnchuxr20h]C. Typography ("typography": {...}) - Fluid and Responsive
· "fluid": true: Enables Fluid Typography. Font sizes automatically scale smoothly between defined min and max values (e.g., H1: 30px to 54px) based on the user's screen size.
· Font Family: Only "Onest" is registered, linked to local files in assets/font/onest/.
· Font Sizes: Custom, named sizes (like text-h1, description-sm) are defined with responsive fluid rules.
[bookmark: _33jku8i7s8wv]D. Spacing ("spacing": {...}) - Consistent Layout
· The theme uses custom, named spacing sizes (e.g., "Section Padding") defined using the CSS clamp() function for responsive, predictable gaps.
[bookmark: _7y4mlt6woqpz]4.2 The styles Object: Setting Global Defaults
This object applies the presets defined above to elements and blocks, establishing the default look.
· Element Defaults ("elements": {...}): Sets rules for generic HTML elements:
· heading: Default fontWeight is 600 and text color is linked to primary-heading.
· button: Defines the default padding using responsive clamp() values and a prominent radius of 68px (fully rounded).
· Block-Specific Defaults ("blocks": {...}): Targets specific WordPress blocks:
· core/button: Defines the "outline" style variation, explicitly linking colors to button-background-outline and button-text-outline.
[bookmark: _jwsah24fm8ut]4.3 The Override Process: Updating Styles in the Editor (Technical Flow)
The Site Editor provides the mechanism to override the theme.json defaults without changing the source code.
1. Access: Navigate to Appearance > Editor > Styles (the paintbrush 🖌️).
2. Make a Change: Modify any setting (e.g., adjust Button Padding under Elements > Button).
3. Review: The blue button labeled "Review X changes..." appears.
4. Save/Override: Click the "Review X changes..." button, then click "Save".
· Action: Your customizations are saved as a JSON object within the WordPress Database (specifically in the wp_global_styles table).
· Result: The database styles are loaded after the theme.json file, effectively overriding the original default settings. This secures customizations against theme updates.

[bookmark: _dqf7pxtqrrf7]5. Advanced Development (CPTs, Patterns, Blocks)
[bookmark: _a3rmwhubbq7o]5.1 Custom Post Types (CPT)
· Files: CPTs are defined in the /inc/cpt/ directory.
· Templates: Content is displayed using dedicated templates in /templates/ (e.g., single-service.html).
· Action: Always go to Settings > Permalinks and click 'Save Changes' after CPT registration or modification.

· Files: Patterns are stored in /pattern/ and registered via /inc/patterns.php.
· Editor Use: They are accessible in the Block Editor's Patterns tab.

· Files: The 21 custom blocks are defined in /inc/blocks/.
· Functionality: These blocks provide dynamic functionality by querying CPT data (e.g., service-list/ block queries the Services CPT).
